
1. Interior, car, day Lucy drives along the countryside road, Julian next to her filming the scenery. 

Julian: There’s a lot of Tanville out here. A lot of places the cat could hide.​
 Lucy: That’s why barely anyone’s seen it.​
 Julian: Probably helps that only like 30 people live out here.​
 Lucy: It’s a few hundred, actually.​
 Julian: Well, still seems like a tough place to find a cat.​
 Lucy: Come on, let’s not doubt ourselves. Also turn that off. (She messes with the camera) Save battery.​
 Julian: Okay, okay. (Turns off the camera) There’s spare batteries you know.​
 Lucy: Whatever. (A pause) Excited?​
 Julian: To find the cat?​
 Lucy: No, to go to the countryside. For once.​
 Julian: I went up North once. I’m not a complete city slicker.​
 Lucy: Huh. We’ll see what Elise and Marcus have to say about that. 

Lucy enters the property and drives up the gravel path, stopping outside a house. The two get out of the car and get their 
equipment out. Elise steps out of the house to greet them. 

Lucy: Well. It’s been a minute.​
 Elise: You don’t say. 

The two go in for a hug. 

 Lucy: What’s happened since the last time I saw you?​
 Elise: 10 years has happened. That’s what. (To Julian) Need help bringing things in?​
 Julian: (Clearly struggling to carry the tripod, boom mic, camera and notebook) Nah, I got it. 

Inside, Julian puts the equipment down in a corner. 

Elise: I’ll show you around the place. (Pets the cat Fabien, who sits on the table) Meet Fabien. Do you want a drink by the way?​
 Lucy: Maybe later. We’d like to get to work on this episode of our show, Seekers. It’s kind of why we came out here.​
 Lucy: But let’s definitely have a drink afterwards. 

Elise walks with Lucy and Julian down the gravel path. Julian films as they walk. 

Lucy: This is a beautiful property. How long have you lived here again?​
 Elise: Almost 3 years now. 

Marcus: who was digging a hole to plant seeds in, looks up from his work after hearing the conversation. 

Lucy: (Checks Julian is filming) So Elise, do you get inquiries from people much, regarding The Phantom Cat of Tanville?​
 Elise: We’ve had a few calls about it. We’ve also had people try to come in before. Dumb teenagers mostly, for social media 
stunts.​
 Lucy: Urban exploration?​
 Elise: We call it breaking and entering. Marcus doesn’t like it. He comes out with his shotgun and counts down from 10. Sends 
them running every time.​
 Lucy: So your place is sort of the new Loch Ness. The Loch Ness monster is old news now, make way for the Phantom Cat.​
 Marcus: What’s this about a Phantom Cat? (Plants the shovel in the ground and rests)​
 Elise: I’d like you to meet Marcus. I told you about him didn’t I?​
 Marcus: Told them what exactly?​
 Lucy: Good things of course. (To Lucy) Now, we’d like to do a more official interview with you.​
 Elise: Now?​
 Lucy: I guess. Or tomorrow. Might as well be tonight. You said we could stay the night?​

2. Interior, house Cuts to that afternoon, Elise sits in a chair as the interview is conducted. Marcus stands in a corner, 
observing. 

Lucy: So, the history of the Phantom Cat goes back 3 years. There have been multiple sightings of it in the vicinity. Including on 
and around your property.​
 Lucy: And we have the first image supposedly featuring the Phantom Cat here. Taken by a tourist. She hands her a photograph 
of a woman posing in front of a forest, with a humanoid felid creature half obscured by the trees.​
 Elise: It’s believable.​
 Lucy: Do you believe what’s in the picture?​
 Elise: (Thinks, already knowing the answer) No.​
 Lucy: Well, here’s the second image taken of the Phantom Cat, seen on aerial footage taken by a drone last year. She shows 
her the photo, featuring a figure seen looking up at the drone.​
 Lucy: Your thoughts on this?​
 Elise: Could be anything.​
 Lucy: Lastly, I’d like to ask about this photo. It’s a photo of two people, but if you look up here… The image shows two people in 
a selfie, but in a bush in the top right corner we can see what seems to be the cat’s eye and arm.​
 Elise: (Bored of this interview) I don’t know what to tell you.​
 Lucy: So, Elise. I guess what I wanted to know is, do you believe the Phantom Cat exists?​
 Elise: No.​
 Lucy: Well, thanks for your time. 

Julian turns off the camera and mic 

.​
 Elise: Can we please have a drink now?​
 Lucy: and Elise clink wine glasses.​
 Lucy: Here’s to seeing you again. And to your wonderful life out here.​
 Elise: And here’s to your show. 

Julian and Marcus have a drink of whiskey together. Julian spits his out in disgust, to Marcus’s amusement. 

 

3. Interior, house upstairs​
 Julian: Later that night, lies in bed while Lucy brushes her teeth. Boy, she was pretty useless for information.​
 Lucy: I don’t blame her. She probably gets bothered about it all the time.​
 Julian: Are we gonna try and get better answers out of her tomorrow?​
 Lucy: Could do that.​
 Julian: I think there’s shit she didn’t tell us. It’s like she was hiding secrets. We could interview that Marcus guy too. He might 
know something.​
 Lucy: Yeah. Let’s talk about it tomorrow. 

Night falls. Lucy lies asleep in a bed while Julian sleeps on a mattress on the floor. Julian sits up after hearing a sound outside. 
He looks out of the window. There, he sees something human-like stepping out of view in the tree line. 

Julian: (Shaking Lucy awake, whispering) Lucy. Lucy! Wake up.​
 Lucy: (Groggy and tired) What?​
 Julian: I think I saw the cat.​
 Lucy: You saw the Phantom Cat?​
 Julian: That or something. It was just out there by the trees.​
 Lucy: Grab the camera. 

The two tiptoe outside, being very quiet. They silently leave the house, walking across the grass to the trees. 

Lucy: Where was it, exactly?​
 Julian: Right over here, I’ll show you.​
 Julian: Here. It was here, around this tree, or maybe it was this one, or possibly- 



A haunting sound, like a mix between a growl and a laugh, cuts him off. The two look at each other, horrified. They run back to 
the house, full speed. They slam the door closed. The sound of the door slamming wakes up Marcus and Elise, who get up and 

hurry outside. 

Julian: Are you okay?​
 Lucy: (Breathing intensely) Yeah. What was that?​
 Julian: I don’t know. Maybe it was… I don’t know. But it sounded kind of… human.​
 Marcus: (Barging into the room) What’s going on here?​
 Lucy: We were nearly attacked by something. Near the trees.​
 Marcus: You went into the forest?​
 Julian: Yeah, I thought I spotted the Phantom Cat-​
 Lucy: What’s that sound? Do you two know?​
 Elise: (To Marcus, in French) Nous devons les ramener à la maison / We need to get them home.​
 Marcus: Non, c’est notre chance, nous ne pouvons pas la rater / No, this is our chance, we can not miss this.​
 Elise: Pas avec eux ici, ils seront blesses / Not with them here, they will get hurt.​
 Marcus: Nous n’avons pas d’autre choix / We have no other option.​
 Lucy: Since when do you speak French?​
 Lucy: Jesus! What are you doing?​
 Marcus: Julian, do you know how to use this?​
 Julian: Uh, no.​
 Marcus: Well figure it out and keep your friend safe. (Hands it to him)​
 Elise: (Handing Lucy a knife) Stay behind us.​
 Lucy: What’s going on?​
 Elise: Just follow us, and stay behind us. 

The four of them exit the house and walk across the field. Elise and Marcus walk with purpose while Lucy and Julian walk 
hesitantly. The choked laughter emanates distantly. They look over to the direction of the shed. 

Elise: She’s in the shed.​
 Lucy: Who’s she?​
 Marcus: Come on, we’ve got no time to lose. 

Elise and Marcus break into a run, Julian and Lucy freeze. 

Lucy: I think we should get out of here.​
 Julian: Yeah.​
 Julian: Fuck’s sake, fuck’s sake!​
 Lucy: Julian, I think something’s come after us.​
 Julian: Something?​
 Marcus: (Shouting distantly) Hey! Where are you going?​
 Lucy: Our tires are slashed.​
 Marcus: She won’t let you escape! Now come with us, we’re on a mission! 

 

4. Interior, shed​
 Elise, Marcus, Lucy, Julian: The four of them arrive at the shed and enter cautiously. They creep through the entrance and into 
the open vehicle shed. Switching the light on, they glance around. The Reaper: launches a surprise attack, dropping from above 
the doorway and landing in the centre of the group. The Reaper grabs Marcus and Elise, throwing them both to the floor 
effortlessly. She then turns to the other two, who scream. Julian shoots The Reaper in the shoulder, stunning her for a moment. 
She lashes out, smacking the gun from his hand and scratching his face. He falls to the side. The Reaper then turns to Lucy. 
She backs up into the corner. The Reaper is then pulled back by an unseen force and dragged across the floor. It is revealed to 
be Elise, using levitation. Elise forces The Reaper against the wall, raises a pitchfork and launches it into her. She pulls it out 
painfully, blood dripping to the floor, then drops it and walks forward menacingly. Marcus: steps in her way. Fire emerges from 
his hands. She charges and Marcus blasts fire at her, but she runs straight through it (though is visibly burned) tackling him to 
the ground and clawing at his chest and stomach. She opens her mouth, about to kill him with her fangs, but looks up as Elise 
launches an axe her way, but she catches it and throws it back at her, cutting a rope that suspends a rack of wooden pallets. 
Elise dodges the axe but is pinned to the ground by the falling pallets. The Reaper slams Marcus’s head to the ground, knocking 
him out. She then stands and begins to approach Elise. Fabien runs into the room.

 Elise: Fabien, now! 



Fabien: transforms into the Phantom Cat. He tackles The Reaper and drags her into a dark part of the room. A violent onslaught 
is heard but not seen. Fabien then emerges covered in blood. He then shrinks (O.S) and walks away in his regular cat form. 

Lucy and Julian stare in complete shock at what they’ve seen. After a moment, Lucy gets up and goes to help Elise. Julian joins 
her and pulls the pallets off her. They help her stand, then tend to Marcus. 

Elise: Marcus? Marcus?​
 Elise: (Takes off her jumper and presses it on his wound) Here, here, you’re okay.​
 Lucy: What the fuck was that thing?​
 Elise: That was it. That was the cat you were looking for. Right under your nose before.​
 Lucy: No, that. (Points at The Reaper’s corpse)​
 Elise: The Reaper.​
 Julian: The Reaper?​
 Elise: That’s what our people called it.​
 Julian: Your people?​
 Lucy: You haven’t explained anything tonight. There’s so much you’re not telling us.​
 Elise: Okay. I’ll go back to the beginning when we first encountered her. 700 years ago in France. 

 

5. MEMORY Exterior, day, farm in Medieval France​
She puts some vegetables into a pot on a pile of wood, which Marcus lights magically.​
 Elise: It was a safe and peaceful land. A blissful life.​
 She walks through a field, when a random man approaches her from behind a tree.​
 Elise: Except for us.​
 Stranger: Sorcière dégoûtante/Disgusting witch! (Spits on her)​
 Elise: Then came the arrival of The Reaper.​
 King: Ces meurtres ne sont pas l'oeuvre des loups. Les véritables coupables étaient ces sorcier/These killings are the work of 
no wolves. The true culprit was those sorcerers! 

Marcus and Elise: grab Fabien and hurry into the nearby trees. 

Elise: Explorers had found a clearance in the woods. And there, they found something within. Our elders say it was a portal to 
another world. We couldn’t bring ourselves to hurt our people, even if it was to save ourselves. And so we made the decision. 

Elise: We emerged in the woods on this property. Immediately, we found… ourselves. So we took their place. We were safer in 
this world where nobody knew who we really were.​
 Elise: 3 years have passed since that day. We’ve learned to speak your language. And adapt to this new world. The people 
from the old world never came back for us. Neither did she, until now. (Goes back to present day) And now, it’s over. She’s 
dead. Marcus, we’ve done it! 

Lucy: But you still let me and Julian come here. Did you really know me?​
 Elise: Yes. We grew up together in our old life too.​
 Julian: I’m gonna have a fucking stroke. 

 

6. Exterior, day, farm​
 The group: slowly emerges from the barn. It is now sunrise, and they breathe calmly and smile. They walk around a corner and 
collectively stop and stare at something. Their smiles vanish. Standing before them is The Fuse from We Are The End. They 
stare at it. It stares back. The group cast glances at one another. 

Preparing for another fight: Julian loads his gun, Lucy pulls out the knife, Elise levitates the stones around her, and Marcus gets 
his fire hands ready. Fabien emerges next to Marcus, baring his teeth and growling. 

They then launch into attack.
